Case Studies to Read

Case #1

Rick pulls whole paragraphs from the other

paper into his own without citing the original author. Is Rick guilty of stealing?

Kazaa.net. When she 

finds a song, she downloads it for free to her own personal

library. Often, Jennie creates CDs with the songs to give to her friends. Is Jennie

guilty of stealing?
